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Orthodontics is a science and art to move teeth to fix occlusion, and this has been
long a central thought in orthodontics. However, a good occlusion could compromise or
even worsen face after orthodontic treatment. To think out of the box, orthodontics
should be a science and art to fix face first & therefore occlusion. The purpose of this
presentation is to give an example by using bite raiser, an old-time orthodontic appli-
ance, to treat various faces/malocclusions through a new thought of face-first concept to
be applied for orthodontic diagnosis, treatment plan making, and its clinical applica-
tions.
